The following information is general 
in nature. It should not be used as

when working on your vehicle.  Details on your particular 
vehicle can be found in your Haynes repair manual.

	 If you have a newer vehicle, it is most likely equipped 
with an interior ventilation filter. This filter removes dust and 
pollen from the air you breathe while driving. It is important to 
change the filter at the interval recommended in your Haynes 
manual (usually every 15,000 miles) or you will experience 
reduced airflow through your heating and air conditioning 
systems.

	 The two most common locations for the interior ventila-
tion filter are behind the glove box or underneath the cowling 
at the lower edge of the windshield. Often, components such 
as the cowl cover or glove box must be removed for access to 
the filter. The exact procedure for your model is listed in your 
Haynes manual.

		

	 Once you’ve located the filter housing, disengage the clips 
or fasteners, remove the access cover, then pull the filter out 
of the housing. Note the orientation of the old filter, since the 
new filter will need to be installed the same way.

2  To gain access to the filter, you’ll sometimes need to 
remove the glove box (two screws and clips secure this

4  Next, remove the access cover (if equipped) . . . 

3  . . . or you might need to remove the cowl cover (arrow) 
(hood removed for clarity). Your Haynes manual will have

5  . . . and pull out the filter 

1  Here’s why you need to replace your filter. The old filter 
on the left is only about a year old
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	 When installing the new filter, be sure to note any mark-
ings that indicate how it should be installed. Installation is the 
reverse of removal.

6  Be sure to note any marks on the new filter that show 
how it should be installed
